Outline Plans of Psychiatry Educational Opportunities whilst a GP trainee is in a Psychiatry placement
Expectations for study time

· Mandatory course for those in psychiatry placements, should apply using the standard study leave process and via PORTAL 
· 10 x ½ day workshops at Westport on Thursday afternoons 2 – 5 pm (as per programme) http://www.scotlanddeanery.nhs.scot/trainee-information/gp-specialty-training/gpst-educational-opportunities/south-east/ under the drop down  Psychiatry Programme
· 2 x GP Attachment Days – trainee to go to their home practice, ½ day of which should be in January or June for 6 monthly GP Educational Supervisor review

· 8 days for alternative study options (EITHER as a half day personal study each week when no session is on OR in combination as days for courses) 
· Lectures/presentations can be found online on the Moodle once the session is complete (trainees have access to this)
Total 15 days of study leave in 6 months

It is extremely helpful if trainees can be encouraged to attend the teaching as it is mandatory, we know the trainees value the content.  We have adapted the programme based on feedback that some of the sessions were too short and didactic – hence an increase to 10 x ½ days.  It is also very helpful if you ask the trainees about the sessions after they have occurred as this can help with consolidating the learning.
