 

The remit of the UG QRP is as follows (as agreed by SDMEG in the UG-PG Transition plan, approved Nov 2015):

 

 

a) To identify potential signals of good performance to consider how these sites might support the QI agenda (including possibility of a visit to explore good practice).
 

b) To share, review and interpret all relevant QM/QI data, information and intelligence for all sites engaged in delivering clinical teaching of medical undergraduate students in Scotland. 
 

c) To formulate a provisional list of recommendations for immediate triggered visits or triggered visits based on signals of concern to inform decisions for the overall undergraduate and postgraduate visit schedule.
 

d) To pursue further information or intelligence to inform the action plan, from DMEs or trainers, etc.
